Today, the Porsche Tennis Grand Prix is 
one of the longest-running tournaments on the Women’s Tour 
and features some of the best players in the world of tennis, 
making it a premier event on the WTA tour. The Porsche Tennis 
Grand Prix represents precision, athleticism, competitive spirit 
and excellent technique on a perfect court.
